Wood Industry Education Training and Careers
As you may have seen in the press the entire wood industry supply chain has recently agreed that its best long term interests for developing employees in the industry and attracting new people to it, lie in a strategic partnership with ProSkills.

ProSkills is the Sector Skills Council for, amongst other things, a number of construction products supply chains such as aggregates and bricks.

Sector Skills Councils (SSCs) are employer led bodies that shape the education and training provision for the UK economy on a broad sector by sector basis.  There are currently 24 SSCs.

The move means we will no longer be working with UK Woodchain, an organisation that has been developing the government approved standards the industry needs to enable training providers and awarding bodies to develop training courses for workers in the industry.

ProSkills is a very professional organisation and we have high hopes it will help us positively over the coming months and years.

One of our first tasks is to set up an Industry Board.  This Board will set the strategic objectives and Key Performance Indicators we expect ProSkills to deliver and meet.  We need employers to sit on that Board.  I would be grateful if you could let me know if you, or anyone you know, might be interested.  The commitment is likely to be 4 days a year but initially that may be slightly higher.

We also need a Chairperson who would also sit on the ProSkills main Board.  Again I would appreciate your suggestion on who might be suitable.   Please don’t be embarrassed about putting your own name forward.

In order to guide ProSkills in these early stages it would also be really helpful if you could let me know what initiatives you as a company are taking in the training, education and career development field.  And, importantly, what do you think we should do to help you develop your staff. 
On a strategic level we have to develop a Sector Qualification Strategy for the Government, map out current provision, put the Doorway website onto the ProSkills website and to communicate widely with the industry on developments.
